Dear colleagues,

The idea of having the Canada-Japan workshop on Composites is to provide a forum for interaction between Canadian and Japanese colleagues working on Composite Materials and Structures. We have been holding the series of Canada Japan workshop on Composites for the past 10 years (since 1996). Over this period of time, we have developed good friendship apart from good collegiality as compositors. We have learned from each other how we carry out our research activities.

The format of previous Canada Japan workshop on Composites has been oral presentations plus poster presentations, in addition to industrial tour and social tour. For the Canada Japan workshop on Composites 6, in addition to the above, we would like to add a new feature. 

I have been discussing with Dr. Hamada and we would like to enhance the opportunity for our collaboration. It would be good to obtain from the workshop, not only  knowledge about  the papers presented, but also close and in depth discussion about our common interests and possibility for further collaborative work. Hopefully the collaborative work will produce results that can be presented in future workshops.
In order to implement this idea, Dr. Hamada and myself propose that we would collect your areas of interest before the beginning of the workshop. We then will match interest of different people from Canada and from Japan. The list of matching will be announced after the first day of the workshop. In the afternoon of the second day of the workshop, along with the poster session, we will have designated areas in the vicinity of the poster session where people of common interest would gather for discussion on possible collaboration. We will also arrange the table at the banquet so that people having common interest will sit close to each other for further discussion.
To carry out the above, I propose the following schedule:

1. August 10, 2006: Please send the list of your research interest. Be as specific as you can.

2. August 24, 2006: A list of matching interest will be posted outside the conference room door close to the registration area.. An announcement will also be made at the end of the day of the workshop.

3. August 25, 2006: At the time of the poster session, signs will be posted at designated areas for gathering for discussion.

4. August 26, 2006:  Those that have formulated a possible collaborative project please inform either myself or Dr. Hamada, in the morning. A list of possible collaborative projects will be announced at the end of the workshop after lunch on August 26.
