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The Seventh Joint Canada-Japan Workshop on Composites will be held in Fujisawa, Kanagawa, Japan on July 28 - 31, 2008. The objectives of the workshop are to foster collaboration between scientists and engineers working in Composites in Canada and Japan, and to provide a forum for the exchange of information and experience in Composites in both countries. ► Theme of the Workshop ◄

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Shonan – It’s Famous as “Miami Beach in East Asia”
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Shonan is located 50km west of Tokyo and is faced to the Sagami Bay.  Shonan has beautiful beach and its climate is moderate.  Therefore Shonan is called as the “Miami Beach in East Asia”.  This area is famous spot for marine activities such as surfing, wind-surfing and yachting.  Shonan is not only the scenic spot but also the historical place.  Kamakura, which is located east part of Shonan, is the old capital in the days of Kamakura shogunate (1192-1333).  During the Kamakura shogunate days Kamakura had become a center of politics, diplomacy, culture, and other activities.  Especially, Zen sect Buddhism, Zen-style construction, Buddha sculptures and imagery were imported from China, and they had established the Kamakura culture.  Hundreds of temples in Zen-style such as the Kencho-ji temple and shrines are found at various places in Kamakura.
Shonan Institute of Technology is located in Fujisawa-city, where is the center of Shonan, and it takes about 1 hour from Tokyo by local train.
